Dear Prayer Partner: 
 
 
 
“A few weeks ago 3 boys in our town killed themselves.” This statement arrived in my inbox in the form of 
an urgent prayer request earlier this month. The request had come from the chair-person of a conference I 
spoke at in Campbell River, B.C. One of the boys’ moms was actually on the worship team at the conference. 
That was heart-breaking enough, but prompted by the prayer request, a string of other emails began to arrive 
from others on the distribution list detailing a series of similar events all across the West.  A similar cluster of 
youth suicides in Abbotsford, an overdose victim named Justin clinging to life in a Nanaimo hospital, the 
suicide of a classmate of the daughter of another of the original email recipients, a beloved nephew who took 
his own life. As we connected the dots, what had at first seemed like an isolated tragedy began to look more 
like a strategy on the part of the Enemy to destroy a generation. 
 
As I read these sobering and heart-breaking accounts, I realized anew the need for God’s spokespeople. 
People who know how to reach kids; who love them and speak their language - to be released to offer hope to 
this troubled and despairing generation. 
 
This weekend, Randy leaves for the first of five camps he will speak at this summer. In the presence of forests 
and lakes, and the absence of computers and iPods, he will have the attention of hundreds of students for a 
period of days - long enough to build relationship and credibility so that what he says is received. A message of 
acceptance, hope and purpose often drown out in other settings will have a chance to settle into troubled 
hearts. 
 
Randy knows how to reach kids. What he needs from us is prayer; prayer for energy and health. Prayer that 
student’s hearts will be soft and receptive. Prayer for the anointing and leading of the Holy Spirit. Thank you for 
your partnership.
